Regulations

Visitors are responsible for knowing and complying with District
ordinances. Following are some basic regulations that will help to
ensure a safe and enjoyable visit.

Hours: Open year round from sunrise to half an hour after
sunset, 7 days a week.

Dogs: Must be leashed or under immediate voice & visual
command at all times. Please clean up after your dog.

Resources: Do not collect, remove, or damage any plants,
natural or physical features. The park is inhabited by many
animals, including bobcats, rattlesnakes, and mountain lions.
This is their home, and if you are fortunate enough to encounter
them during your visit, do not approach or startle them. Although
wild animals are generally fearful of humans and will run away,
exercise caution and respect. Ticks and poison oak are prevalent
in this area.
